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Definitions


Member is a CMSC member or coach.


Respondent  is the party who made the decision being appealed.

Purpose


This policy describes how a member may appeal a decision made under the Discipline Policy which may appear to be unfair. The policy provides a mechanism which is objective, expeditious, and removed from the CMSC executive.

Scope and Application


This policy applies to decisions made by the CMSC executive under the Discipline Policy. It will not apply to decisions relating to:

· criminal offenses

· the rules of swimming

· matters of CMSC budgeting and budget implementation

· matters of CMSC operational structure and committees

Grounds for Appeal


A decision cannot be appealed on its merits alone. An appeal may be heard only if there are sufficient grounds for appeal. Sufficient grounds include the Respondent:

· making a decision for which it did not have authority or jurisdiction as set out in the CMSC governing documents

· failing to follow procedures as laid out in the CMSC bylaws or approved policies

· making a decision that was influenced by bias, where bias is defined as a lack of 
neutrality to such an extent that the decision-maker is unable to consider other views

· making a decision which was grossly unreasonable.
