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Purpose

This policy governs how an individual becomes a member of CMSC and how a CMSC member renews his or her membership at the beginning of a new season.

Application



This policy applies to all individuals who are members of CMSC, and to individuals wishing to become members of CMSC.

Admission



An individual wishing to become a member of CMSC must add his or her details to the waiting list. Individuals on the waiting list will be invited to one or more trial workouts according to the following prioritization:

· date of appearance on the waiting list

· available space in the training session requested

· previous CMSC members

· masters swimmers transferring from other clubs

· past competitive swimmers

· others



The individual will then participate in one CMSC trial swim reviewed by a CMSC coach.



Upon a favourable review from the coach, the individual will be given a registration package. The registration package shall be returned to the CMSC Registrar within ten (10) calendar days of the trial swim. Failure to return the completed registration package will result in removal from the waiting list.


Renewal



A registration package will be made available to all CMSC members in good standing in August. The package will contain the following items:

· a form for name, address, birth date, membership category, and method of payment

· a waiver for CMSC and Talisman Centre

· required Swim Alberta forms, such as Freedom of Information and Privacy Act (FOIP)

· signature of compliance with the CMSC Bylaws and CMSC Policies.



The forms must be completed and signed and returned, along with payment, to the CMSC Registrar within the time given in the registration package.

Obligations



CMSC members are required to follow the CMSC Conduct Policy.

Rights and Privileges

       CMSC members have the rights and privileges given in Section 3.5 of the CMSC Bylaws.
